and UFCW Canada Western Assistant (1989-1997). George
also served as Saskatchewan Federation of Labour
President, Canadian Labour Congress Vice-President

and on numerous other boards and labour councils
during his career. George retired from UFCW Canada

in 1997 but continued his contributions as an advisor

to the Saskatchewan Minister of Labour, and a Labour
Representative volunteer for the United Way of Saskatoon
and Area.
